Emergency Dismissal Plan 

Attached for your information is the Cleveland Federal Executive Board (FEB) Emergency Dismissal Plan.  The plan contains decision and notification guidance relating to emergency and adverse weather conditions causing disruption of Government operations.  


The Cleveland FEB offers this guidance as a service to Federal Agency Heads in the Greater Cleveland area.  During weather and other emergencies, the Cleveland FEB carefully considers data from a variety of subject-matter experts, including law enforcement, emergency management, public safety & transportation officials, and the National Weather Service.  The FEB leadership then provides a recommendation to local Federal agencies heads regarding the status of government operations. 

The Cleveland FEB’s guidance is consistent with that of the U.S. Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  We aim to limit the disruption of essential government services while ensuring the safety of Federal employees.  

While it is our goal to gain consensus, agency heads are not compelled to follow the committee’s recommendation.  It is the responsibility of each local agency head to make a final decision regarding your workplace, and to communicate that decision to your employees.
Based on the After Action Report and Lesson Learned from the Emergency Preparedness Committee a few updates to the plan were incorporated: 
 

· Prior to the phone conference Emergency Dismissal Committee members or representatives should seek appropriate authority to speak on behalf of their agency to carry out notification procedures responsibilities.


· The Emergency Dismissal Committee should not deviate from the notification procedures in the plan so that actions will be better understood by both the public and our own employees.


·      The USP3 system will replace the notification call down tree.
