Applications Requested to Administer the 2013 - 2015
$2.2 Million Charitable Campaign

Cleveland, Ohio – Applications are being requested to administer the $2.2 million, 41 county, North Coast Combined Federal Campaign in 2013, with a 2-year renewable option.  A charitable organization or a federated group or groups, meeting all qualifications may apply.
This 3-year agreement is subject to renewal in the second and third years, following a full review of the Principal Combined Fund Organization’s (PCFO) performance.  The organization selected to serve as PCFO will be responsible for administering the 2013 through 2015 charitable solicitation in the federal workplace, under the supervision of the Local Federal Coordinating Committee (LFCC).  The PCFO will serve as the campaign’s fiscal agent.

All material called for in the regulations governing the CFC must be included in the application.  The final rule is published in the November 20, 2006 Federal Register, and is entitled “Solicitation of Federal Civilian and Uniformed Services Personnel for Contributions to Private Voluntary Organizations.”  Applicants should refer to 5 CFR Part 950, section 105, for guidance.
